Concise Oxford Dictionary and Thesaurus for KeySoft 

Using the Dictionary 

The Dictionary content is automatically integrated to expand the KeySoft’s Spell Checker functionality and can be easily accessed in one keystroke from anywhere in KeySoft.
The Oxford Concise Dictionary gives the meaning of a word and speaks it aloud with correct pronunciation. It includes the full definition of entries with additional advanced search features. 

The Thesaurus provides convenient lookup of synonyms and antonyms. This optional application is automatically activated when the Authorization Key is installed.

Looking up a Word

There are two ways to look up a word in the Dictionary from anywhere in KeySoft.  Go to the "Options Menu" and select "Lookup word." KeySoft prompts: "Use Dictionary or Thesaurus?"  Press D to select the Dictionary.  Press CONTROL with SHIFT with D on a QWERTY keyboard or ENTER with lowercase D on a Braille keyboard. 

 KeySoft will prompt: "Word to look up in Dictionary?  Press ENTER for (word)", where "word" is the word currently under the cursor.  Either select the word offered by pressing ENTER or type another word and press ENTER. 

If the word is in the Dictionary, you will be presented with the word and its meaning or multiple meanings if applicable.  If the word is not in the Dictionary, KeySoft will give you a list of suggestions, words in the Dictionary that have a similar spelling to the word you entered.  To move through the suggestions, press SPACE, or BACKSPACE.  To lookup a suggested word, press ENTER.  If you are unsure of a letter when typing a word, you can type a question mark as a substitution for the missing letter.  KeySoft will present a list of words replacing the question mark or question marks with valid letters from words that match within the Dictionary.  You may find this useful if you know the length of a word but are unsure of the spelling.  For example, if you were trying to solve a word in a crossword puzzle.  For a single character wildcard on a Braille keyboard, press SPACE with dots 2-3-6.   Ensure that any Braille contractions surrounding wildcards are correct; use letter signs as required.

For example, typing "s?d" without letter signs before the 's' and 'd' would cause the Dictionary to look up "so?do".  
Getting help

Remember you can use HELP (SPACE with H) at any time for context sensitive help.

Starting the Nemeth Tutorial

1.
Go to the "Main Menu" on your BrailleNote.

2.
Select the Extensions option, by stepping through the "Main Menu" until you get to "Extensions" and pressing Enter, or by pressing X anywhere in the "Main Menu".

3.
From the List of KeySoft Extensions, go to "Nemeth Tutorial" by stepping through the list until you get to Nemeth Tutorial and pressing Enter, or by pressing N followed by Enter. 

If this is the first time that you have used the Tutorial, the Nemeth Tutorial Contents displays. If you have used the Tutorial before, you will be asked if you would like to continue the lesson that you were last working on. If you want to continue the lesson, press Y. If you want to select another lesson, press N to return to the Tutorial Contents. Remember you can use HELP (SPACE with H) at any time for context sensitive help.
